APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Kathy Wagner moved to approve the minutes for the September 13, 2012 Full Board Meeting.  Motion seconded by Bob Mollohan.  Motion carried. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Comprehensive One-Stops – Summary of All Partner Meeting Barbara gave the board an overview of the initial Fairmont and Elkins meetings and introduced Ginny Layton as Debbie’s replacement and the new One Stop Coordinator.  Overall the meetings were positive with approximately 25 in attendance.  Officers will be elected at the next meetings.
Toothman Rice PLLC Audit – Final:  Barbara directed the board’s attention to the final Audit Report in each member’s folder and reported that there were no findings.  
Conflict of Interest Statements:   Barbara reminded all members present that conflict of interest statements needed to be completed each year for each current board member.  For those who have not already sent in a signed form, please look over, sign and either give to Barbara or take back to office and scan and e-mail to Barbara.
NEW BUSINESS:

Financial Report:  Maria Larry explained the Analysis of Budgeted Expenses Report for November 30, 2012.  She indicated that the budget now consists of the PY11 carryover and all of the PY 2012 WIA Allocations.  
Executive Director’s Report:
a. Ginny Layton explained the PY12 Rapid Response Report and updated them on the most current layoffs in Region VI.
b. Barbara directed the board’s attention to the Unemployment Data Handout in each member’s folder.
c. Barbara reminded the board of the GREEN-UP Grant that ends in March 2013 and how we can spend the money.  It is not a WIA Grant.  The Grant has brought approximately 50,000 – 60,000 extra dollars into Region VI.  Some of the money will be used to update WIB equipment (printers) and also staff training (NAWB Conference).  She would  also like to take a couple board members to the NAWB Conference in Washington, D.C.
d. Barbara explained the PY11 ANNUAL Performance Reports and pointed out that Region VI WIB exceeded ALL performance measures which may result in monetary awards from the State Office.
e. Barbara explained the PY12 1st Qtr. Report which shows Region VI either exceeding or meeting all performance measures.  She reported to the board that some of the negotiated performance levels were raised by the State such as the Youth numercy/literacy level and the DW earnings gain.  This will make it more difficult to exceed these levels in the future reports.  These levels were raised without any negotiations between the WIBs and the State Office.  
f. Amy Hall explained the new DW On-the-Job Training Summary Report included in each member’s folder.  Barbara asked that any board members knowing of a company that can take advantage of the OJT program contact Amy Hall.  Depending upon the size of the company, the WIB could reimburse up to 90% of the employee’s wages.
g. Barbara asked Phil Leinbach to update the board on the DW National Emergency Grant for the Flood back in the summer.  HRDF received approximately 150,000 and enrolled 40 people to help with the cleanup of streams and parks.  Phil indicated that 25 people were still working under that grant.  Phil also advised the board that HRDF, Inc plans on submitting a proposal to the State Office for funds under the National Emergency Grant for Hurricane Sandy to help with the clean up in Tucker, Preston and Randolph counties.
h. Amy explained the “revised” Attachment A to the Region VI WIB ITA Policy included in each member’s folder.  The policy was revised in order to clarify the “clock hour” statement.  This policy was written specifically for on-line courses that are not required to send in attendance but need to demonstrate the clock hours completed by the WIA participant.
PY 13 Request for Proposals, Request for Interest, Bids:    Barbara announced to the board that Region VI WIB will be advertising for program proposals and contract request for interest and/or bids for all of our current contracts, except for our Audit contract.  The proposals will be for Program Year 2013 and will cover both In-School and Out-of-School Youth Programs, Accounting Contract and the Case Management Contract.  Region VI WIB is required to do this every 3 years.  
PUBLIC COMMENT: Barbara wanted to recognize George Marshall and his company for making his first sale of underground mining equipment to China.  George was unable to make today’s meeting because he was in China.
