CALL TO ORDER

APPROVAL OF March 9, 2012 MINUTES
Following review of the March 9, 2012 Meeting Minutes, Commissioner Eldon Callen moved the Minutes be approved as presented.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Ward.  Motion Carried.

OLD BUSINESS
Employment Subsidy Program/Summer Youth DHHR Grants:  Barbara received an email from DHHR stating that they were not funding the ESP Program & Summer Youth for the upcoming year.  Region VI will run a small Summer Youth Program with our WIA funding.

National Emergency Grant:  HRDF was awarded $321,502.00 through the NEG.  They will work with Dislocated Workers in three counties:  Harrison, Doddridge and Marion.  This grant is expected to employ 70 workers in the three counties to help municipalities clean up after the flooding in April.

Youth Today Leaders Tomorrow:  This was a Pilot project for six at risk students in Marion County.  Region VI was able to give four $1000.00 scholarships to four students that applied.  Barbara is thinking about having the next one in Preston County.  The different partners that need to be involved are:  the Chamber, the Board of Education and WorkForce West Virgina.
 
WorkForce West Virginia Audit EEO:  A copy of the letter from WorkForce West Virginia was given to everyone.  Barbara stated that Region VI did not have any findings.  



NEW BUSINESS
Reconciliation Statements: After review of the Reconciliation Statements, Commissioner Ward moved to approve the Reconciliation Statements for February, March, April, and May.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Callen.  Motion carried.

Financial Update:  Executive Director, Barbara DeMary directed members present to the May 2012 Accountant Report for the LEO Board and gave the Financial Update for the Region.

WorkForce Investment Act 2012 Allocations:  Barbara explained the letters stating the allocation for the new program year.  Region VI received an increase over last year.

On the Job Training Contract:  The past 11 years, HRDF has had this contract.  Barbara spoke with Phil Leinbach from HRDF about not contracting this out for PY 12 due the difficulty in placing Dislocated Workers through the contract. Only 50% of the funds were utilized by HRDF last year.  They both agreed that Region VI WIB would handle the On the Job Training.  Commissioner Ward made the motion not to award the contract for On the Job training and to proceed with it in house.  Commissioner Callen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Business Plan Approval:  The Business Plan is on-line to review for public comment.  The plan is for five years 2012-2016.  Public comment ends June 15, 2012.  The motion was made by Commissioner Callen to approve the Business Plan.  Commissioner Ward seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

PY11 3rdQtr. Performance Reports:   Barbara explained the statewide and regional PY11 Qtr. 3Performance Reports to the board.  She pointed out that Shelly McCauley monitors the performance on a daily basis.  

Comprehensive One-Stops- One-Stop Committee Recommendation:    Barbara explained that WorkForce West Virginia will fund salaries for the Site-Supervisor positions per request of Russell Fry, Acting Director of WorkForce West Virginia.  Region VI will now oversee the One-Stop partners.  The One-Stop Committee recommended that the comprehensive One-Stops will be located in Fairmont and Elkins.  Morgantown and Clarksburg will be satellites.  Commissioner Ward made the motion to accept the One-Stop Committee Recommendation.  Commissioner Callen seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  

Contract Award-Toothman Rice PLLC $15,000.00:  The Finance committee approved to award Toothman Rice PLLC the audit contract for the upcoming year.  Commissioner Callen made the motion to accept the recommendation of the Finance Committee.  Commissioner Ward seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Yearly Contract Extension Awards:  Barbara gave the award amounts to the board for the following contracts:
Accounting Contract – Conley CPA Group $42,000.00
In-School Youth Contract – RESA VII $175,500.00
Out-of-School Youth Contract – HRDF, Inc $175,500.00
Case Management Contract – WorkForce West Virginia $235,000.00
The contracts were already approved at the last meeting.

Approval of Budget for Program Year 2012:   Barbara answered any questions that were asked regarding the budget.    Commissioner Callen moved to approve the Budget for Program Year 2012 which included the contract awards. Motion was seconded by Commissioner Ward.  Motion carried.

Grant Applications for PY 2012:  Commissioner Callen moved to approve the SNAP E&T grant for FY13.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Ward.  Motion carried.

WorkKey’s Update: Barbara reported that the most recent employer to use WorKKey’s profiling was Monongalia County Board of Education.  They profiled the custodian positions.  Barbara informed the board that the new profiles require computer based tests and that she is turning the testing over to Pierpont Community and Technical Center in the near future because Region VI does not have a large enough computer lab to accommodate the employer testing needs.

· Barbara mentioned that the PY11 Rapid Response Report was included in each member’s folder.  Debbie Myers went over the report.
