Setting time servers the easy way.
On the DC first:

From a command prompt window:
Net time /setsntp:time.windows.com [ENTER] 

(can substitute time.windows.com for any other public SNTP server

W32tm /resync /rediscover [ENTER]
W32tm resync /nowait [ENTER]
If any commands give any errors, start again using a different time server.

On workstations follow the above commands substituting time.windows.com for the local computer name of the DC.
